Grade 12 College ISU

In order to demonstrate an understanding of modern western history, you will be responsible for teaching the class a personality from that history.  You will be required to perform the following tasks:

1. You are to construct a visual representation of an important personality from history. This visual representation must be hand-made and take the form of a 3-D model, diorama, powerpoint with images only or a short movie.  Use your imagination.
2. You will be required to present your visual representation to the class in a ten minute oral presentation. This presentation will be peer reviewed as well as teacher reviewed.
3. In addition to the visual aspect and oral presentation, you must also include a 400-500 word write up that explains: 
· The historical context for your character, i.e. what was going on at the time your character lived?
· The who, what, where and when of your person
· The historical importance of your person:  why is this person important or significant to time period and world history?  Include a discussion of how he/she impacted history and what difference he/she made to the time period or events that occurred.
· What the exhibit is (if it requires explanation)

Your report must include at least three footnote references to acknowledge where you took your information from.

In addition, a properly formatted bibliography is also required to acknowledge the sources of all of your research. You are to reference a minimum of five sources, with at least one print source. Be sure that any internet sources used are appropriate and valid sites.
