Requirements

· You must submit an  Annotated Bibliography that consists of five (5) sources 
· Your Annotated Bibliography must include at least:

· one database source

· one website that has been evaluated for credibility and reliability 
· one print source
· the remaining two sources are up to you

· Blogs, Yahoo Answers, Wikipedia, Endnotes, Spark Notes are Unacceptable sources. Do not use these!
· Ebooks are acceptable

· Due Date for submission: Wednesday, May 22
What is an “Annotated Bibliography”?

· A bibliography is a list of sources (books, journals, websites, periodicals, etc.) one has used for research a topic. 
· An “annotated bibliography” includes, for each item, a summary and/or evaluation of the source used
For each sources that you included on your bibliography you must do the following

· Summarize the Source: Summarizing is relating “what the work is about.” What are the main points? What is the overall point of the work? How will the source be useful to you in your research? Although you are covering a great deal of information, such summaries need to be brief. 
· If you are including a source from a website, be sure to include details in your annotation that indicate the website’s reliability and credibility
Tips: 

· Each annotation should be a single paragraph, and about 2-4 sentences. Put an annotation after each bibliographic entry.
Example:
Haberman, Arthur and Shubert, Adrian.  The West and the World. Toronto:  Gage Learning Corporation, 2002, pp. 174 – 187.
The chapter on Napoleonic Europe is useful because it provides an overview of Napoleon’s rise to power and Europe’s reaction to Napoleon.  This source will be useful in my efforts to develop the historical context for my character.
