Chicago Style Quick Reference Guide

Books 
Footnote or Endnote:  Author first name last name, Title (City of Publication:  Publisher, Year), page number (s).
Bibliography:  Author last name, first name. Title. City of Publication: Publisher, Year. 
· If a book has two or three authors, write all names separated by the word ‘and’

· If a book has four or more authors, write only the first author followed by “et al.”

· If the book has a translator, compiler, or editor, make that distinction using “trans”, “comp”, “ed” – in some cases this person may be in addition to the author
· If you are using a digital book, follow the style guide for print and then, at the end of the citation, indicate the database or we address
