Diary of a Flapper/Bootlegger

Using the information from the unit on the 1920s, you will write a dairy entry for either a bootlegger or a flapper.  Your diary entry must be at least 200 words long and will consist of three paragraphs.  Your diary entry should:

· be written in the language of the rear; include the twenties slang. 

· include details beyond those that we discussed in class.  Use your scrapbooks and your textbooks to find some interesting facts

· be as realistic as possible; you have to convince me that you were that person!

Don’t forget to date your entry.

Paragraph One should explain why you became a bootlegger/flapper.  Do not do this in one line; explain why the circumstances of the decade led you to choose the path you did.  Remember that the frustration that you felt at the end of the war probably influenced your choices.

Paragraph Two should describe the activities you engage in as a flapper/bootlegger.  Again, give me more than one line here…do extra research in your scrapbooks and texts to get some new and interesting details.

Paragraph Three should address how others in society view you.  Who are you impressing?  Who are you offending?  Are any individuals or groups in society doing anything to stop you or to change your behaviour?
Good Luck and have some fun with this.  Be creative ….but be realistic to the time period.
