Choose one of the following theses and write a carefully structured essay to prove it.  Your three arguments must span the breadth of the course.  Each argument should be from a different time period; your third argument could be from the time period post Confederation. Proofread carefully; style counts.  Note: Planning is crucial and marks will be allotted for a clearly organized outline. This essay cannot overlap with the essay you chose to write for Part B or with the terms you have chosen.
1.  Since the Conquest of 1759, English Canada’s attitude towards Quebec had varied between a policy of assimilation and forced accommodation.

2.  Canada is a nation whose history and identity had been forged in an atmosphere of anti-Americanism.
