Mason Wade: Historiography. 

-Mason Wade (1913-1986) was a Catholic American historian, educated at Harvard.

- He worked at Université Laval and the American Catholic University during the 1950s

- Later he worked at the University of Western Canada and the University of Rochester before receiving a doctorate from the University of Ottawa.
-He wrote his major work The French Canadians in 1965

Thesis: Although it did not relieve longstanding animosity between the French and English, and despite the fact the British were not perfect in their execution of it, the Quebec act did in fact ensure the survival of French-Canadian culture.

· French Canadians remained distinct after the establishment of the Quebec act. 

· French Canadians still feel affected by the conquest. 

· The British were very tolerant of French customs and beliefs after the conquest. 
· The American Revolution solidified the position of the French-Canadians within the British Empire.

· French Canadians and English Canadians can live together harmoniously in modern Canada.
