Choose one as your argumentative paragraph and find three distinct pieces of evidence to support that argument. Your argument must be written as though it would have been the second argument in the essay.  Thus you must include a transition from the previous argument in your topic sentence.

· Role of Women
· The Economy
In addition to the content elements required under this assignment, your essay must also have the following stylistic elements:
· A set of footnotes or endnotes, listing all sources directly used in your essay.

· A bibliography of all sources used to write your essay.
